As he taught, Jesus said,  ñWatch out for the teachers of 

the law. They like to walk around in flowing robes and be 

greeted with respect in the marketplaces,  and have the 

most important seats in the synagogues and th e places of 

honor at banquets.  They devour widowsô houses and for a 

show make lengthy prayers. These men will be punished

ANNUAL MEETING ï NEXT SUNDAY, NOVEMBER 18 

The First Baptist Church of New London Annual Meeting of the 

Members will be held on Sunday, November 18th immediately 

following the 10:00 am service.  The purpose of the meeting will be to 

review the Preliminary Budget for 2019, to update members on the 

Annual Plan for 2018 and present the 2019 Annual Plan, to hear 

proposals from the Nominating Committee and elect individuals 

necessary to fill the open positions on the Church Council, Boards, and 

Committees.  

 

The Nominating Committee is also proposing that two by-law changes 

be made: (1) that the Board of Deacons ñcomposed of nine Membersò 

be replaced with ñcomposed of at least six members and no more than 

nine members; (2) ñBoard of Trustees shall be composed of nine 

membersò be changed to ñBoard of Trustees shall be composed of at 

least six members and no more than nine members.ò  Other business as 

may properly come before the meeting will also be transacted during the 

Annual Meeting.  Copies of the preliminary budget are available in 

advance of the meeting in the church office. You may also request that 

they be sent to you electronically.  A quorum for this meeting will be 40 

members of the currently registered members of the church with an 

address in the State of NH.  Only members may vote; friends of the 

church are invited to attend the Annual Meeting.  Voting by proxy is not 

permitted.
